We would now like to invite them to join the instrumental tuition
programme.

Tuition will be provided by NMPAT (Northamptonshire Music and Performing Arts Trust) who offer a wide range of
lessons. These include: brass, woodwind, saxophone, guitar, bass guitar, drum kit and singing. We also offer piano
instrumental lessons which are taught by an external private tutor. We will be offering a combination of both
individual and shared lessons, the costs of which are shown below. This will include the loan of an instrument
depending on the instrument chosen and its availability.

Lessons are spread throughout the academic year. All payments must be made via our secure online payment
solution; WisePay. Lessons are confirmed once the first payment is secured. Some instruments are more popular
than others so to ensure timetable availability please submit payment promptly. The terms and conditions are also
shown on WisePay and must be accepted with payment of the first instalment.
